Community Emergency Plan for Cringleford
Cringleford Parish Council working in partnership with South Norfolk Council

My name is Andy Osborne and I am the Emergency Coordinator Councillor for Cringleford Parish Council.  The Parish Council has a Community Emergency Plan which was last revised in 2014. The Plan now needs revision to include latest details of equipment, services or special personal skills that could be used in the event of an incident.
Storm Doris in February 2017 affected many residents in South Norfolk, leaving them without power for up to two days, reminding us that our weather is unpredictable and sometimes very severe.  Anyone anywhere could suddenly find themselves without drinking water or electricity. It is also possible that an emergency in the County could keep us stuck in, or away from our homes for a considerable period of time.  This could coincide with the Emergency Services being tied up with incidents in nearby towns and cities. The best way to survive and recover is good, old fashioned community spirit, local people helping neighbours and other local people.

If you are ever called upon to use your equipment by the Emergency Planning Team of SNC, in an emergency, you will be covered by South Norfolk Councils insurance but you will not be reimbursed expenses.

Any information that you supply will be treated as confidential – it will be kept secure and it will only be used in an emergency the Parish Council, the Emergency Planning Department of South Norfolk Council and Norfolk Constabulary.
